Entry fees
A $50 fee guarantees your opportunity to be a part of the exhibition.
This fee entitles you to submit 1 work.

The work
Must be your own work, and must originate from a traditional
photographic technique.

No digital?

What you do with the photo after the initial analogue capture can
certainly include digital processes such as scanning, post
processing, printing etc.

Members Only

Entry to Unsensored09 is open to paid members of the Melbourne
Silver Mine. You’re welcome to pay your joining fee at the same time
as your exhibition entry fee. Membership to the MSM is $40 for your
first year, and $20 each subsequent year.

Size
No wider than 80cm and no higher than 100cm, including frame.

Framing

We require framed or mounted works, anything that can be hung.
This year we’re considering more creative methods of displaying
works, if you have an idea, submit a proposal! Shoot the committee
an email at unsensored@silvermine.org.au

Deadlines
21 May 2009 Deposit of $50 must be received to secure
your opportunity to participate.

23 June 2009 Digital versions of exhibition images must
be received by this date.

1 July 2009 Unsensored09 book publication date.

6 August 2009 Deliver ready-to-hang artwork to
Collingwood Gallery

7 August 2009 Opening night, all required to attend.

7-19 August 2009  Exhibition dates - we need to ensure
somebody is sitting in the gallery every day.

19 August 2009 Closing Night - collect any unsold artwork
and Closing Night Drinks.

Second image
If space allows, exhibitors will be given the opportunity to secure a
second spot.

Sales

Yes you can sell your work. Collingwood Gallery charges no
commission (there is a 2% surcharge for credit card and EFTPOS
payments). The Melbourne Silver Mine Inc. does not charge
commission on sales, however a donation from successful sales will
be greatly appreciated and will go towards funding more projects.

Help

The Silver Mine exists to help people get into film photography.
Members of the group will help you with each step of the process -
shooting, developing, choosing the photo to exhibit, scanning,
framing - anything you need, just ask within the Unsensored09 flickr
group.

. A non-refundable entry fee of $50 is required to secure an
opportunity to be a part of the exhibition.

. The entry fee reserves each applicant the right to submit 1 image to
the exhibition. This fee covers the expenses required for the
exhibition.

. Exhibitors may hang one framed work with maximum framed
dimensions 80cm wide x 100cm high, other arrangements may be
proposed and will be approved at the discretion of the MSM.

. Submitted images must originate from film or other chemistry based
forms of photographic capture.

. Funds collected from applications will be used at the discretion of
MSM and the Unsensored09 Committee. Details of how funds are
used will be made available to participants.

. Any surplus of funds will remain with the MSM and be used to fund
future projects.
